and have taken possession of it and livein it, 2you shall take some of the first of all the
fruit of the ground, which you harvest from your land that the LorRD your God is giving
you, and you shall put it in a basket, and you shall go to the place that the LORD your
God will choose, to make hisname to dwell there. *And you shall go to the priest who is
in office at that time and say to him, ‘| declare today to the LORD your God that | have
comeinto the land that the LORD swore to our fathersto give us.’ “Then the priest shall
take the basket from your hand and set it down before the altar of the LoRD your God.

Reading Luke 4:1-13

““On their hands they will bear you up, lest you strike your foot against a stone.””
2And Jesus answered him, “Itissaid, ‘You shall not put the Lord your God to the
test.”” *And when the devil had ended every temptation, he departed from him until an
opportune time.
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
